Travel to one of King Ludwig’s secluded getaways: Herrenchiem-

see Palace. Unlike the medieval design of Neuschwanstein Castle 

begun in 1869, Herrenchiemsee Palace is, in a sense, a Neo-

Baroque monument to Ludwig’s admiration of King Louis XIV 

of France. In the great hall of mirrors of the palace the ceiling is 

painted with 25 tableaux showing Louis XIV at his best. It was to 

have been an equivalent to the Palace of Versailles, but only the 

central portion was built before the king died in 1886.

The palace is located on an island, so by ferry is the only means 

of transportation for reaching the getaway. Spend the day tour-

ing this grand palace and walking through the formal gardens 

filled with flowers and fountains.

You will 

ascend by coach bus to an elevator shaft built deep within the 

mountain. After a short ride enjoy the magnificent view, the his-

tory of the building and perhaps a snack.

After visiting “the summit of power” you will return to the town 

of Berchtesgaden for shopping and exploration.
